· On your computer, open Chrome.
· At the top right, select More (three dots) > Settings.

· Under 'Accessibility', turn on Live Caption.
Tips
· When you play a video, to turn on captions, at the top right select Media control.
· To use Live Captions for videos that auto-play, turn on the video volume.
· Live Caption is only available in English.
Change your caption font size

You can:
· Collapse and expand captions with the arrow on the caption box.
· Select the captions to move them to your preferred place on your browser.
· Change your caption font size.
To customise the font:
1. On your computer, open Chrome

4. Under 'Accessibility', select Caption preferences.
5. In your computer's system preferences, select a font size.
