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The Ling Six Sound Check
The Ling Six Sound Check is a way of checking your child’s hearing aids using sounds across the frequencies to ensure they are working optimally.  
Using a stetoclip,  listen to the hearing aid, and say each of the sounds.  There should be no distortion.  Alternatively, use the sounds to gauge your child’s responses while they are wearing their devices.  Detailed instructions on how to administer the Lings Six-Sound Test can be found here.
This check should be completed on a regular basis.
